The
route will take cyclists through beautiful villages,
alongside lush farmland and key attractions
including Beck Isle Museum, Eden Camp,
Flamingo Land, Malton Museum, North Yorkshire
Moors Railway and Pickering Castle. The paths
on the cycle route mainly follow existing country
roads and bridleways.
